5. What do you personally, naturally, desire most in your church experience; the apostle’s 
teaching, fellowship, breaking of bread, or prayers? Why?  
 

6. Is there one of these devotions you shy away from? Why do you think this is?  
 

7. How would you describe your experience of the church meeting together on Sunday 
mornings? Boring, mediocre, engaging? 
 

8. How much of your experience is your responsibly, and is formed by the preparation of 
your heart for our worship time together?
