- [Dan 7:21 KJV] 211 beheld, and the same horn made war with the saints, and prevailed cagainst them;
They are also a part of the great multitude in 7:9. (Some believe they are the OT saints, resurrected later - Dan. 12:1.)

- [Dan 8:12, 24 KJV] 12 And an host was given [him] against the daily [sacrifice] by reason of transgression, and it cast down the truth to
the ground; and it practiced, and prospered. ... 24 And his power shall be mighty, but not by his own power: and he shall destroy
wonderfully, and shall prosper, and practice, and shall destroy the mighty and the holy people.

"The bema is a tribunal tor rewards. In the large Olympic
arenas, there was an elevated seat on which the judge of
the contest sat. After the contests were over, the successiul
competitors would assemble before the bema to recelve
thelr rewards or crowns. The bema was not a judicial bench
where someone was condemned; it was a reward seat.

Likewise, the Judgment Seat of Christ is not a judicial

pbench. The Christian lite 1s a race, and the divine umpire 1s

Jesus Christ. After the race 1s over for each believer, He will

gather every memlber pbetore the bema for the purpose of

examining each one and giving the proper reward to each’

False Prophet | Rev. 19:20; 20:10; Rev. 13:11-18
- The “beast that comes out of the earth”
- He has two horns, like a lamb but “speaks as a dragon”
- Called the “false prophet” three times (16:13; 19:20; 20:10)
- He will be a miracle worker that will back up the Antichrist's deception.

- The False Prophet will make an “image of the beast” with the intent of making people worship it, and he will

give “lite” to it, causing it to “speak.” If anyone does not worship the image of the beast then the false prophet
will demand they be put to death.

- The false prophet will cause all to bear the image of the beast upon their right hand or forehead and prohibit
buying or selling without the mark or name of the beast, at the penalty of death by beheading (Rev. 20:4).
