3. Hand out a copy of the attached “drawing” (I’'m not much of an artist ©) This is just a
tool and not the only way to get into this discussion but will give everyone a way to talk
about the subject if they have opportunity.

If you were drawing this just put the two mountains on first w/God and Man.

You can then discuss, “How do we get to God?” Many answers come out (all false) —
good works, going to church, giving money, God grades on a curve...

Fill in first 2 verses Romans 3:23 & Romans 6:23 and quote or read

Looks pretty bleak for man, right? Begin to draw cross and add Romans 5:8 on line in
cross (reality is man does not go to God, God comes to man in Christ Jesus!)

When you get to the other side fill in Romans 8:1 and Romans 8:38,39 and quote or

read — discuss.

4. This is actually a composite of what is referred to as the Roman Road and the Bridge
diagram but gives everyone the tools to have this kind of conversation with a friend.
This does not have to be drawn out if it is an image in our mind we can simply discuss
the mental picture!
