I. God’s Word is the True Source of LIFE

Psalm 119: 25 “My soul clings to the dust; give me life according to your word!”

Psalm 119: 37 “Turn my eyes from looking at worthless things; and give me life in your 
ways.”

Psalm 119: 88 “In your steadfast love give me life, that I may keep the testimonies of 
your mouth.”

Psalm 119: 93 “I will never forget your precepts, for by them you have given me life.”

Psalm 119:107 “I am severely afflicted; give me life, O LORD, according to your 
word!”

Psalm119: 109 “I hold my life in my hand continually, but I do not forget your law.”

Psalm 119:149 “Hear my voice according to your steadfast love; O LORD, according 
to your justice give me life.”

Psalm 119:154 “Plead my cause and redeem me; give me life according to your 
promise!”

II. God’s Word is the True Source of PURITY

III. God’s Word is the True Source of COMFORT

Psalm 119:142 “Your righteousness is righteous forever, and your law is true.”

Psalm 119:144 “Your testimonies are righteous forever; give me understanding that 
I may live.”

Psalm 119:137 “Righteous are you, O LORD, and right are your rules.”

Psalm 119:138 “You have appointed your testimonies in righteousness and in all 
faithfulness.”

Psalm 160 “The sum of your word is truth, and every one of your righteous rules 
endures forever.”
