Pastor Tony will be teaching from the  
Book of Mark.  

Our passage for today is Mark 1:3-39.
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“And he gave the apostles, the prophets, the evangelists, the shepherds and teachers, to 
equip the saints for the work of the ministry, for building up the body of Christ, until we 
attain to the unity of the faith and of the knowledge of the Son of God, to mature manhood, 
to the measure of the stature of the fullness of Christ, so that we may no longer be children, 
tossed to and fro by the waves and carried about by every wind of doctrine, by human 
cunning, by craftiness in deceitful schemes. Rather, speaking the truth in love, we are to 
grow up in every way into him who is the head, into Christ, from whom the whole body, 
joined and held together by every joint with which it is equipped, when each part is working 
properly, makes the body grow so that it builds itself up in love.”-Ephesians 4: 11-16
Men of New Life, as followers of Christ we are called to something different, something 
that is misunderstood, misrepresented, and misguided by the ways of the world. When 
Jesus called his disciples, they responded. In that response, their lives wouldn’t, couldn’t 
ever be the same. Scripture teaches us that we have been given life anew in dying to 
ourselves and living in Christ. There is a maturity that can only be found in submission to 
Christ and Christ alone. It cannot be found in jobs, hobbies, worldly knowledge…nor can it 
be found in simply existing in the day-to-day happenings of life. In fact, Christ teaches us in 
Matthew 28: 18-20 that we are to make disciples, baptize, teach, and behold as a result of 
the authority that was given to Jesus and his commandment for our lives. Are you feeling 
overwhelmed?
On Saturday, July 16th, men of all ages at New Life are invited to join us for the first Men’s 
Ministry event, which will be held at Sand Lake. What is the event? It is the Fishers of Men 
Fishing Tournament. While there will be specific details regarding the event shared during 
announcements, it is important to recognize that this is more than just an opportunity to 
go fishing; it is about a personal relationship with Jesus Christ. It is also about finding a way 
to come together as men so that Christ can move in a way that causes us to be sharpened 
by one another in answering his great commandment at the end of Matthew.
In 1 Peter 3:15, we are instructed to honor Christ as holy, always being prepared to make 
a defense to anyone who asks us for a reason for the hope that is in us, and to do so with 
gentleness and respect. The goal of the Men’s Ministry is to examine that hope found in 
Christ, and to pursue living as men who are defined and refined by Christ. It is to learn 
about living a life in Christ Jesus, with true purpose, and in a manner that is glorifying 
to God. It is also about being real, engaging in meaningful fellowship, and encouraging 
one another that we might someday hear our heavenly father say, “Well done, good and 
faithful servant!”
Men, we look forward to seeing you on the 16th at Sand Lake, and at future Men’s Ministry 
events. 
We also ask for everyone in the body to be praying with us as we move forward with this 
new ministry!
