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1. Jesus IsWilling To Us In Our Infirmities.

Luke 5:12 (NIV2011) “While Jesus was in one of the towns, a man
came along who was covered with leprosy. When he saw Jesus, he
fell with his face to the ground and begged Him, ‘LORD, if You are
willing, You can make me clean.’”

Luke 5:13 (NIV2011) “Jesus reached out His hand and touched
the man. ‘7 am willing,” He said. ‘Be clean!” And immediately the
leprosy left him.”

2. We Must Be Willing To For Jesus In Our Infirmities.

Luke 5:14 (NIV2011) “Then Jesus ordered him, ‘Don’t tell anyone,
but go, show yourself to the priest and offer the sacrifices that Moses
commanded for your cleansing, as a testimony to them. *”

Luke 5:15 (NIV2011) “Yet the news about Him spread all the more,
so that crowds of people came to hear Him and to be healed of their
Sicknesses.”

Luke 5:16 (NIV2011) “Jesus often withdrew to lonely places and prayed.”

Mark 1:45 (NKJV) “However, he went out and began to proclaim
it freely, and to spread the matter, so that Jesus could no longer openly
enter the city, but was outside in deserted places; and they came to Him
from every direction.”

Luke 5:23-24 (NIV2011) Jesus said... “‘Which is easier: to say,
“Your sins are forgiven,” or to say, “Get up and walk”? 2*But | want
you to know that the Son of Man has authority on earth to forgive sins.’
So He said to the paralyzed man, ‘7 tell you, get up, take your mat and
go home.’”
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
