PEACE FOR THE VALLEY /' Jeremiah 29:7 Also, seek the peace and prosperity of the city to which | have carried you into exile. Pray to the
Lord for it, because if it prospers, you too will prosper.”

OPEN HEARTS // Acts 16:14 One of those listening was a woman from the city of Thyatira named Lydia, a dealer in purple cloth. She was a
worshiper of God. The Lord opened her heart to respond to Paul’s message.

OPEN DOORS /' Colossians 4:3-4 And pray for us, too, that God may open a door for our message, so that we may proclaim the mystery of
Christ, for which | am in chains. 4 Pray that | may proclaim it clearly, as | should.

AUTHORITIES /' 1 Timothy 2:1-4 | urge, then, first of all, that petitions, prayers, intercession and thanksgiving be made for all people— 2 for
kings and all those in authority, that we may live peaceful and quiet lives in all godliness and holiness. 3 This is good, and pleases God our
Savior, 4 who wants all people to be saved and to come to a knowledge of the truth.

GOD’S FAVOR '/ Isaiah 61:1-4 The Spirit of the Sovereign Lord is on me, because the Lord has anointed me to proclaim good news to the
poor. He has sent me to bind up the brokenhearted, to proclaim freedom for the captives and release from darkness for the prisoners, to
proclaim the year of the Lord’s favor and the day of vengeance of our God, to comfort all who mourn, and provide for those who grieve in
Zion— to bestow on them a crown of beauty instead of ashes, the oil of joy instead of mourning, and a garment of praise instead of a spirit
of despair.

Don’t be afraid of silence.

Reinforce prayers of the other team members
before changing the subject of prayer.

Stop for more intense prayer as the occasion
calls for it.

If you get distracted by conversation with other

team members, try and bring the focus back to

God by including God in your conversation.

It is good to talk with God in a conversational
manner.

Use Scripture in your prayer - either direct
quotes or paraphrases.

Be friendly to people you meet. God is working
in their lives. Pray for them!

Be flexible as the Holy Spirit leads.

Pray together as a team at the end of the walk.

prayer that involves bringing our prayers ;\ [
