Message Theme

Faith for Healing Through the Power of Jesus Christ
Key Truths

Today’s sermon references several scriptures (Acts 10:38, Deuteronomy 28) that God desires
healing for his people and that Jesus’ ministry included healing the sick and that this healing power is
still available today. However, the sermon emphasizes that faith is necessary to receive healing.
Unbelief, like that seen in Jesus' hometown, can hinder God's healing power. The message
emphasizes that people can actively release their faith through words and actions to claim healing. It
also suggests that sickness comes from the devil, not from God.

Practical Application

Pastor Duane emphasizes that the anointing for healing is still present today. God not only
heals physically but he heals hearts and minds too. Trust in God's timing. Healing may be immediate,
or it may be a gradual process here are some steps to help in your healing:

1. Build your faith: Spend time reading scriptures about healing and God's promises.
Consider memorizing some verses that resonate with you. You can find more
resources on healing on our app, under Resources, or Teachings on Healing.

2. Examine your beliefs: Reflect on any areas of unbelief you might have regarding
healing. Talk to God about these doubts and pray for an increase in faith.

3. Pray for healing: If you are dealing with sickness or iliness, pray for healing



specifically. Contact our prayer team today to have someone stand in faith with you.
4. Speak words of faith: Speak directly to your sickness and commanding healing. You
can do this in prayer or simply speak out loud, claiming God's promises for wholeness.

Immediately
he rose up before them, took up what he had been lying on, and departed to his own house, glorifying
God. And they were all amazed, and they glorified God and were filled with fear, saying, “We have
seen strange things today!”
