Highlighted Scripture

Romans 12:1–2
 Believers are called to offer themselves fully to God, allowing 
Him to transform their minds and lives instead of conforming 
to the patterns of the world.

2 Chronicles 7:14
 God promises that when His people humble themselves, pray, 
seek Him, and turn from sin, He will hear them and bring 
healing and restoration.

Joshua 24:15
 Joshua challenges the people to choose whom they will 
serve, declaring that he and his household would serve the 
Lord.

Matthew 5:13–16
 Believers are called to be salt and light in the world, 
influencing others through lives that honor God.

• Look for practical ways to reflect Christ through kindness, 
integrity, and humility

• Christians are ultimately called to place their hope in God 
above earthly systems
