Highlighted Scripture

Deuteronomy 28:1–8
 When God’s people listen to His voice and walk in His ways, 
He promises to bless every area of their lives. Their work, 
their homes, and their daily lives are covered with His favor. 
His provision follows them wherever they go, and even in the 
face of opposition, God gives them victory.

Discussion Questions

• What does true obedience to God look like in your daily life?

• Why do you think God connects obedience with blessing in 
this passage?

• How should we understand “blessing” beyond just material 
things?

• Have you experienced God’s favor in your life when you 
followed His direction?



• How can we remain faithful even when blessings don’t look 
the way we expected?

Reflection Challenge

This week, focus on aligning your life more closely with God’s 
direction.

Ask yourself:

• Is there an area of my life where I know God is calling me to 
be more obedient?

• Am I following God fully, or only when it’s convenient?

• Do I trust that God’s ways lead to what is truly good for me?

Try this:

• Identify one specific step of obedience you can take this 
week

• Spend time in prayer asking God to guide your decisions

• Reflect daily on how obedience is shaping your heart and 
mindset

Remember

• Obedience is not about perfection, but about surrender

• God’s blessings often go beyond what we can immediately 
see

• Following God leads to alignment with His purpose

• God’s provision and presence are part of His blessing
