 Earthly success has no lasting value if a person ultimately 
loses their soul.

 Salvation comes through believing in Jesus Christ and 
confessing Him as Lord.

 Each day is a gift from the Lord and an opportunity to rejoice 
in His goodness.



Isaiah 55:6
 People are encouraged to seek the Lord while He may still be 
found and respond to His invitation.

Discussion Questions

• Why is salvation through Jesus central to the Christian faith?

• How does remembering sacrifice and service help believers 
reflect on Christ’s sacrifice?

• Why can earthly accomplishments never replace a 
relationship with God?

• How can Christians lovingly share the Gospel with family and 
friends who do not know Christ?

• What does it mean to live with urgency while still showing 
compassion and grace?

Reflection Challenge

Reflect on both the sacrifice of Christ and the importance of 
sharing the hope of the Gospel with others.

Ask yourself:

• Am I living with gratitude for what Jesus has done for me?

• Are there people in my life who need encouragement, prayer, 
or the message of salvation?

• How can I show Christ’s love to others in practical ways this 
week?

Try this:



• Pray intentionally for unsaved family members or friends

• Reach out to a veteran, neighbor, or someone who may feel 
forgotten or discouraged

• Spend time thanking God for His grace, mercy, and salvation 
through Christ

• Salvation is rooted in God’s grace through Jesus Christ

• Earthly achievements cannot replace eternal hope in Christ

• Christians are called to share the Gospel with love and 
compassion

• God values every person deeply and desires people to come 
to Him

• Every day is an opportunity to respond to God’s call and 
grow in faith
