Highlighted Scripture

Genesis 1:27–31

His creation, He declared it very good. Humanity was created 
with dignity, value, and purpose.

Matthew 13:44–46
 Jesus compares the Kingdom of Heaven to a priceless 
treasure and a pearl of great value worth sacrificing 
everything to obtain.

2 Corinthians 5:17
 Anyone who belongs to Christ is made new. The old life no 
longer defines them because God creates something new 
within them.

Song of Solomon 2:1
 The imagery of the “rose of Sharon” reflects beauty, love, and 
cherished value.



Discussion Questions

• Why do people often struggle to believe they are valuable or 
loved by God?

• How does knowing you were created in God’s image change 
the way you view yourself?

• What are some “lies” people tend to believe about their 
identity or worth?

• What does it mean to live as someone who has been made 
new in Christ?

• How can remembering your value in God’s eyes affect your 
daily choices and relationships?

Reflection Challenge

This week, focus on viewing yourself through God’s truth 
instead of through shame, fear, or past experiences.

Ask yourself:

• Am I defining myself by my past instead of by God’s grace?

• What negative thoughts about myself do I need to surrender 
to God?

• How would my life look different if I truly believed I was 
precious to God?

Try this:

• Start each morning by thanking God that you are loved and 
created with purpose



• When negative thoughts arise, replace them with truth from 
Scripture

• Encourage someone else this week by reminding them of 
their value in God’s eyes

• You were created intentionally and lovingly by God

• Your worth is not determined by your failures or wounds

• Jesus paid a great price for your redemption

• In Christ, you are made new and deeply loved
