Psalm 46:1 describes God in these terms.

GOD – This is His power name.
         It’s our first – and lasting – impression of Him.
IS – While it’s true that He has been (Psalm 90)
         and will be (Psalm 91), this emphasizes
         His present availability: immediate and ongoing.
OUR REFUGE – This notes the Person to Whom we flee.
         Our answer is in a Person, not a pill, program, or
         plan. (Matthew 11:28)
AND STRENGTH – The root of this word stresses winning.
         It’s sometimes translated “prevail”.
A VERY – This strong term implies abundance and force.
         Passion and power are both in view here.
PRESENT – He can be found!
         His presence is powerful.
         And its effect is peace. (verses 7 & 11)
HELP – He is the dependable provider of all we need.
IN TROUBLE – We face problems: tight spots, opposition.
         These situations show His power in a fuller light.

If this is your new favorite verse, you’re in good company:
Erika Kirk posted this verse, shortly before Charlie died.
Martin Luther wrote “A Mighty Fortress” based on this.
And a long list of believers testify in unison to its truth.
