A. He calls out to Jesus (v. 47; Is. 35:5-6; Ps. 72:12; Mk. 11:10)

*Do you see the marginalized as God sees them? What changes (if any) do you need to make?

B. He’s rebuked and told to be quiet (v. 48a)

C. He calls out again (v. 48b)



3. Jesus Heals a Blind Man (vv. 49-52)

A. Jesus stops and calls the blind man (v. 49)

*Are you willing to be “interrupted” in your plans to serve God and others?

B. Jesus interacts with the blind man (vv. 50-51)

C. Jesus heals and the blind man follows Him (v. 52; Mk. 8:34)

*How will you be intentional to help people far from God take a step closer to Him?
