• God’s Word is a divine Word.(36:1-8) 

 

• God’s Word is meant to be heard, 
feared, and shared.  (36:9-19) 

 

• To denigrate, deny or carelessly     
disregard God’s Word is to incite His 
sovereign wrath.  (36:20-31) 

 

Conclusion: It is not enough to give lip 
service to the Word of God.  It is not 
enough to confess it inherent and         
infallible.  We must profess and    
demonstrate its sufficiency.  We must 
treat it as holy - as deserving the very 
word of God.  We don’t “worship” the 
Bible, but we do reverence it as God’s 
revelation of himself.  The means by 
which He makes himself known and 
speaks to His people.
