Balloon fish 

What you need: 

➢ Empty Toilet paper rolls

➢ Crayons 

➢ A cut out picture of your face ( make it round if possible) 

➢ Tissue paper ( to make a super hero cape) 

➢ Straws ( to make arms) 

➢ Glue 

 

 

Follow the step by step instructions 

Put a toy in your balloon and blow some air into it. When you feel like the 

balloon is big enough, tie the end into a knot. Now, draw some fish eyes 

on the balloon. Draw two fish thins, a tail on a piece of paper and using 

a pair of scissors, cut it out. Now, stick you thins in either sides of your 

balloon and glue the tail at the end of your balloon where you previously 

made knot. Throw your balloon in a basin or bath tube filled with water 

and play with it. 

 

There you go! You have your Big fish and Jonah swallowed in it and 

praying to God.
