“Why Are You Fearful?"  
What is the most irrational fear that you have? Perhaps you are 
afraid of heights, or enclosed spaces. Or like some people, you 
are afraid of bugs, flying in an airplane, or even the dentist! 


This morning, we are going to look at a time where Jesus’ 
disciples felt intense fear, while on a boat in the middle of a 
storm. Unlike some phobias that really do not make sense, their 
fear was real, and almost certainly justified. 


Yet, Jesus asks them “Why are you fearful?” And then questions 
their faith. What are we to make of this story? Why does Jesus 
seem upset that his disciples are showing fear? Much like last 
week, we are going to see, that Jesus’ questions are meant for 
much more than just gathering information. They also promote 
reflection and help others  realize what it means to have Jesus in 
your boat.
