Camp Rock Creek Manager’s House Remodel


An update from Tim Hempel on a Camp Rock Creek 

project…


 

	 The sewage lines under the manager’s home at 

Camp Rock Creek failed recently, making it currently 

unlivable. This has created the opportunity for a much-

needed remodel of the 60-year-old home. Specifically, it 

requires the replacement of in-house sewer lines and 

plumbing along with the exterior septic system.


	 Volunteers have already started on the project by 

completing the required demolition and building new wall 

structures. Contractors will be used for the plumbing 

work and since it is a total plumbing replacement with 

labor, this will be an expensive project. 

	 Plumbing completion will be followed by 

electrical work, sheet rocking, painting, cabinetry, door 

replacements, flooring, fixtures, and porch needs. 


	 The total estimated expense for this project is 
$70,000. Anyone who would like to donate to this project 

can reach out to Camp Rock Creek Board Member Tim 

Hempel at 405-990-1729.
