4. God’s mission plan is that we are to help believers MATURE in their faith.    
“… teach these new disciples to obey all the commands I have given you…”

      5.   God’s mission plan doesn’t end until JESUS RETURNS. 

“… and be sure of this--that I am with you always, even to the end of the world.”
