
Matthew 9:27-29 (ESV) - 27And as Jesus passed 
on from there, two blind men followed him, crying 
aloud, “Have mercy on us, Son of David.” 28When he 
entered the house, the blind men came to him, and 
Jesus said to them, “Do you believe that I am able 
to do this?” They said to him, “Yes, Lord.” 29Then he 
touched their eyes, saying, “According to your faith 
be it done to you.”

Genesis 18:10b-15 (NLT) - 10bSarah was listening 
to this conversation from the tent. 11Abraham and 
Sarah were both very old by this time, and Sarah 
was long past the age of having children. 12So she 
laughed silently to herself and said, “How could 
a worn-out woman like me enjoy such pleasure, 
especially when my master—my husband—is also so 
old?”

James 1:22-25 (NIV) - 22Do not merely listen to the 
word, and so deceive yourselves. Do what it says. 
23Anyone who listens to the word but does not do 
what it says is like someone who looks at his face in 
a mirror 24and, after looking at himself, goes away 
and immediately forgets what he looks like. 25But 
whoever looks intently into the perfect law that 
gives freedom, and continues in it—not forgetting 
what they have heard, but doing it—they will be 
blessed in what they do.

James 2:22-26 (NLT) - 22You see, his faith and his 
actions worked together. His actions made his 
faith complete. 23And so it happened just as the 
Scriptures say: “Abraham believed God, and God 
counted him as righteous because of his faith.”

Hebrews 11:6 (NLT) - And it is impossible to please 
God without faith. Anyone who wants to come 
to him must believe that God exists and that he 
rewards those who sincerely seek him.

Hebrews 11:32-38 (NLT) - 32How much more do 
I need to say? It would take too long to recount 
the stories of the faith of Gideon, Barak, Samson, 
Jephthah, David, Samuel, and all the prophets. 33By 
faith these people overthrew kingdoms, ruled with 
justice, and received what God had promised them. 
They shut the mouths of lions, 34quenched the 
flames of fire, and escaped death by the edge of the 
sword. Their weakness was turned to strength. They 
became strong in battle and put whole armies to 
flight. 35Women received their loved ones back again 
from death.

But others were tortured, refusing to turn from God 
in order to be set free. They placed their hope in a 
better life after the resurrection. 36Some were jeered 
at, and their backs were cut open with whips.
