19I also 
pray that you will understand the incredible 
greatness of God’s power for us who believe 
him. This is the same mighty power 20that 
raised Christ from the dead and seated him in 
the place of honor at God’s right hand in the 
heavenly realms.

Ephesians 3:14-21 (NLT) - 14When I think of all 
this, I fall to my knees and pray to the Father, 
15the Creator of everything in heaven and on 
earth. 16I pray that from his glorious, unlimited 
resources he will empower you with inner 
strength through his Spirit. 17Then Christ will 
make his home in your hearts as you trust in 
him. Your roots will grow down into God’s 
love and keep you strong. 18And may you have 
the power to understand, as all God’s people 
should, how wide, how long, how high, and 
how deep his love is. 19May you experience 
the love of Christ, though it is too great to 
understand fully. Then you will be made 
complete with all the fullness of life and power 
that comes from God. 20Now all glory to God, 
who is able, through his mighty power at 
work within us, to accomplish infinitely more 
than we might ask or think. 21Glory to him in 
the church and in Christ Jesus through all 
generations forever and ever! Amen.

7And suppose he calls 
out from his bedroom, ‘Don’t bother me. The 
door is locked for the night, and my family and 
I are all in bed. I can’t help you.’ 8But I tell you 
this—though he won’t do it for friendship’s 
sake, if you keep knocking long enough, he 
will get up and give you whatever you need 
because of your shameless persistence. 9“And 
so I tell you, keep on asking, and you will 
receive what you ask for. Keep on seeking, and 
you will find. Keep on knocking, and the door 
will be opened to you. 10For everyone who asks, 
receives. Everyone who seeks, finds. And to 
everyone who knocks, the door will be opened. 

11“You fathers—if your children ask for a fish, do 
you give them a snake instead? 12Or if they ask 
for an egg, do you give them a scorpion? Of 
course not! 13So if you sinful people know how 
to give good gifts to your children, how much 
more will your heavenly Father give the Holy 
Spirit to those who ask him.”

Ephesians 1:15-20 (NLT) - 15Ever since I first 
heard of your strong faith in the Lord Jesus 
and your love for God’s people everywhere, 16I 
have not stopped thanking God for you. I pray 
for you constantly, 17asking God, the glorious 
Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, to give you 
spiritual wisdom and insight so that you might 
grow in your knowledge of God.
