Hi Sway Parents and Friends! It’s our final week of Amazed! It’s been a great 

conversation with your kids. We closed with a conversation about Elijah going 

up to heaven in a chariot of fire. Here was the Big Idea: God does amazing 

things! So, far, we have been hearing about all the amazing things God did 

through the prophet, Elijah. God helped him to bring a young boy back to life. 

He won a challenge against the prophets of Baal, the false god. When Elijah 
grew so tired and felt so alone that he wanted to give up and end it all, God 

spoke to him in a whisper on the mountain. And what comes next is amazing, 

too. God told Elijah that he was to train Elisha to be the next prophet. Elisha 

wanted to do things for God just like Elijah! As they were walking along and 

talking together, suddenly a chariot and horses of fire appeared and separated 

the two of them, and Elijah went up to heaven in a whirlwind; and Elisha 

inherited the blessings of Elijah and went on to do amazing things. 



God did amazing things for Elijah, but He can also do amazing things in your 

life; so, don't limit what God can do by putting Him in a box. God does not just 

do amazing things in the Bible. God does amazing things right now. He 

performed miracles back then, and He performs them now. Just like God took 

Elijah to heaven—one day, Jesus will come back for us to take us to heaven. 

Now, that is something amazing we can look forward to! Tonight, pray this 
prayer with your child, “Thank You, God, for the life of Elijah. Thank You for the 

amazing things You did for him and thank You for the amazing things you do 

for me, too.”

Don’t forget to connect with your child this week, and go over our memory 

verse for this series, Deut 7:21. “The Lord Your God who is with you, He is a 

great and awesome God.” We hope you review and use the resources made 

available to you to continue to help your child grow at home this week.
