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WHY Jesus?

The Creator of all things is God, who is invisible to men.
The invisible God became visible in the form of Jesus Christ.
Why did God become a man?

God created man in His own image to have fellowship with him. God gave us free will as it lets us
love Him with our whole heart -because we want to.

Man was deceived by Satan in the garden, and sin entered into the human race. From then on, we
are all born with sin in us. Sin cuts off our relationship with God. Human efforts of good deeds,
philosophy, and religion, etc., cannot bridge this gap.

This means that we are all sinners, and God's Spirit is not in us. What will happen to us if we die

and are still in sin?

Our final destination is not this world. After death, we enter either Heaven or Hell. There is no

other place to choose.

It is the atonement that bridges the gap between God and man. Jesus(fully God; fully man) is the
mediator between the invisible God and man.
"Who Himself bore our sins in His own body on the tree, that we, having died to sins,

might live for righteousness - by whose stripes you were healed." (1 Peter 2:24)

"And according to the law almost all things are purified with blood, and without shedding, there is
no remission.”" (Hebrews9:22)

Jesus (eternal God/man) shed His blood on the cross, becoming the "final" sacrifice setting us free
from the sin debt.

Jesus became a substitute for you, for me.

"In this is love, not that we loved God, but that He loved us, and sent His Son as a propitiation for

our sins." (1 John 4:10)

Jesus came, He was crucified, He was buried, and He rose again on the third day. The completion
of the atonement for sins.
Many people witnessed the risen Jesus. He spent 40 days with His disciples. He then ascended into

heaven, promising to return again. In all of history, only Jesus has defeated death.

This factual testimony is called the New Testament. The disciples, who saw Jesus resurrected from

the dead, risked their lives to evangelize, which resulted in the gospel being spread to the world.



In His righteous and just nature, God sees us through the finished work of Jesus on the cross.
It is through Jesus alone that we are made clean from sin.

Please come to Him - just as you are.

Jesus is not a god for foreigners. There is only one true and living God - your Creator.

Instead of worshiping man-made things, turn your heart to the One who created you.

"For God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son, that whosoever believes in Him
should not perish, but have everlasting life." (John 3:16)
Eternal life is a gift that allows us to enter into heaven. God loves you, and He is waiting for you.

How does one receive this gift of life?

Childlike Simple ABCs Of Salvation

I want to end with the Gospel, the good news of salvation in Jesus Christ, and a child-like
explanation of salvation, especially for the benefit of anybody that might be watching online.

And what I've shared today has really, hopefully, has gotten your attention, and that's no accident.
I think you know this. It's no accident that you're watching this video. God led you here because
today is the day of salvation. I want to explain what it means to be saved and how to be saved.
The Gospel or the good news is that Jesus was crucified, He was buried, and He rose again on the
third day, and He's coming back again one day. That's what the word gospel means - good news.
Your debt has been paid. The death penalty has been paid by Jesus Christ, who died for you instead

of you. You're free to go and whom the Son has set free is free indeed. That's the Gospel.

Now how do you respond?

Well, that's where the ABCs come in, very simple, very child-like, simple.

The A is for: Admit or acknowledge that you've sinned. That you're a sinner and that you need the
Savior. Romans 3:10 says,

"There is no one righteous, not even one."

And Romans 3:23 tells us why. It's because all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God. We've
all fallen short of the perfect standard of God's righteousness. We've all transgressed the law.

And Romans 6:23 pronounces the sentence. We enter the sentencing phase. We enter a guilty plea,
guilty as charged, and the Judge of the Universe sentences you to death. It's the death penalty,
"The wages of sin is death."

That's the bad news. But then here's the good news. In walks a man into that courtroom

of the universe and says to that Judge, “Wait! I will go to my death in his stead, in her stead”, and

the Judge looks at you, turns to you, and says: “Good news: Your debt has been paid. You're free



to go.” And then He goes to your death in your stead. Then He purchases for us, instead of us, the
price, and then He offers it as a gift. That's what a gift is, right? Somebody purchased it, and then
they give it to you as a gift. If you buy it or pay for it, it's not a gift. It's a purchase. If it's a gift,
somebody else paid for it, and they give it to you.

Well, that's what Jesus did. He paid in full for all of our sins, and He offers us this gift of God,

which is eternal life in Christ Jesus, our Lord. And that's the good news.

The B is for: Believe in your heart that Jesus Christ is Lord. Romans 10:9-10 says,

"If you believe in your heart that God raised Jesus from the dead, you will be saved."

Then the C, lastly, is for: Call upon the name of the Lord. Or as Romans 10:9-10 also says, confess
with your mouth.

"If you confess with your mouth, 'Jesus is Lord, ' and believe in your heart that God raised Him
from the dead, you will be saved. For it is with your heart that you believe and are justified, and it

is with your mouth that you confess and are saved."

Then lastly, Romans 10:13,
"All who call upon the name of the Lord will be saved."

That simple.

Why don't you stand, and we'll pray? Thank you, Lord.

Lord, thank you for Bible prophecy. For telling us in some places with great detail what's going to
happen before it happens so that when we start seeing it happen, believers will look up and lift up
their heads knowing their redemption draws nigh, and those who don't believe will put their trust
in you.

Lord, I pray for anyone, who might even be here in this church service or watching online, that has
never called upon you: confessing with their mouth, believing in their heart, acknowledging their
sin, putting their trust in you for the forgiveness of sin, that they would not put it off any longer.
That they would not delay the most important decision of their life - for eternal life.

Lord, I pray that today will be the day of their salvation. In Jesus' name. Amen.
