Reading Suggestions: (1) Spend time this week reading the various 
passages where the signs exist and looking at the purpose and 
meaning behind the signs.  (2) Read chapters 1 -3 in the gospel of John 
take note of the description of Jesus, who he is, and what he came to 
accomplish.  Circle the word believe or eternal life (life).   
 
READ: John 2:1-11 
 

1. Which three words would you circle as being the most 
important words in giving us insight into who Jesus is and 
what he has to offer you?   

2. Which verse is the most meaningful for you in this section?   
Why is it meaningful to you and how can this verse encourage 
you this week to trust in the Lord?   

 
 
 

3. Brandon highlighted that Jesus wants to take what is old and 
make it new.  For the Jews it was moving from the Old 
Covenant to the New Covenant, for the church it is moving 
from Law to Grace.  What aspects of your life are still driven 
by Law more than Grace? 

  
 

4. Brandon shared that turning the water into wine was 
celebratory, abundant, and superior. In what ways have you 
already experienced some of these dynamics of eternal life in 
your own life?   Read and reflect on John 10:10 and John 17: 
 
 
 

5. Where in your life do you feel empty or ordinary?  Jesus 
desires to take what is empty in your life and make it full; 
what is ordinary and that you want him to turn into 
extraordinary? 

 
 
QUESTIONS TO CONSIDER: 
 

• What is the mission of your life at this moment?  Does your 
mission match the mission of God? 
 

• Where do you see the glory of God?   As God to show you 
where he is displaying signs of his glory in your life?   

 

• Do you believe?  Do believe in him as your Savior?  Do you 
believe in him enough to obey and to follow him daily?
