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Greater Things: Faith, Action & Revival

Opening: Thanksgiving and Praise

The speaker begins with a prayer of gratitude, thanking God for

blessings, Jesus' sacrifice, forgiveness, salvation, and the Holy

Spirit's empowerment.

Expresses thankfulness for ordinary joys (like sports) and God's

ongoing involvement in believers' lives.

Main Topic: Pursuing Breakthrough and Acceleration in

Faith

Emphasizes the need for active participation in faith rather than

passive waiting for God to move.

Encourages increasing prayer and spiritual dedication, referencing a

personal commitment to pray more frequently.

Stresses that the church and individuals are called to make a

difference now, not just observe from the sidelines.

Suggests that a "sudden" and "swift" movement or breakthrough

from God is possible, paralleling it to offensive strategies in sports:

"The best defense is offense."

Key Questions
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Are we actively seeking God and following His instructions?

Are we satisfied with our current spiritual walk, or are we ready for

greater things?

Decisions/Action Plans

Challenge to increase personal prayer and spiritual engagement.

Call for the church to shift into an "offensive" mindset—actively

pursuing breakthrough, not just defending against challenges.

Illustrative Analogy: Horse Riding as a Metaphor for

Spiritual Growth

Shares personal stories about raising and riding horses to illustrate

lessons in faith and action.

Five steps to "get out of your comfort zone," likened to steps in

riding a horse:

1. Get in the Saddle: Take personal initiative; no one else can do it

for you.

2. Allow Yourself to Be Stretched: Growth requires discomfort and

commitment—spiritually, emotionally, and sometimes materially.

3. Maintain Balance: Like riding, spiritual life requires balance

between prayer, scripture, church, and community.

4. Build Trust: With time, trust in God grows; He will not put us in

situations where He's not present.

5. Use Your Knees (Action and Prayer): Just as proper riding

technique prevents soreness, spiritual effectiveness comes from

both action and time spent in prayer.

Key Points

Revival and breakthrough start with personal decision, not just

attending special events or seeking experiences elsewhere.



Taking care of new believers is compared to raising young horses—

requires patience and willingness to serve.

Trust in God is compared to the trust built between rider and horse—

requires time and shared experience.

Importance of sharing faith actively, not just being passive or

reserved.

Additional Topics

Personal Testimonies and Examples: Stories of outreach,

answered prayers, and people impacted by ministry.

Warning Against Complacency: Remaining comfortable or merely

observing leads to missed opportunities for spiritual impact.

Encouragement to Serve: Every believer is called to action—caring

for others, sharing faith, and being available for God's use.

Conclusion and Call to Action

Prayer for God to use the church and individuals for "greater things."

Encouragement to start each day with readiness to act, pray, and

make a difference for others.

Reminder that God's promises are still true, and that "greater

things" are possible for those who step out in faith.
