No Vacancy
Hebrews 7

What does it mean that Jesus is a high priest forever according to the order of Melchizedek?

The Lord has sworn and will not change his mind, “You are a priest forever after the order of Melchizedek.”
Psalm 110:4 (ESV)

There is no vacancy to his mediation between God and you, me. In the word of the great gospel hymn —
Jesus can save me to the uttermost. Because Jesus is the king-priest.

For this Melchizedek, king of Salem, priest of the Most High God, met Abraham returning from the
slaughter of the kings and blessed him, ? and to him Abraham apportioned a tenth part of everything. He
is first, by translation of his name, king of righteousness, and then he is also king of Salem, that is, king of
peace. 3 He is without father or mother or genealogy, having neither beginning of days nor end of life, but
resembling the Son of God he continues a priest forever. Hebrews 7:1-3 (ESV)

This becomes even more evident when another priest arises in the likeness of Melchizedek, ¢ who has
become a priest, not on the basis of a legal requirement concerning bodily descent, but by the power of an
indestructible life. Hebrews 7:15-16 (ESV)

This makes Jesus the guarantor of a better covenant.

23 The former priests were many in number, because they were prevented by death from continuing in
office, 24 but he holds his priesthood permanently, because he continues forever. > Consequently, he is
able to save to the uttermost those who draw near to God through him, since he always lives to make
intercession for them. Hebrews 7:22-25 (ESV)

There is no vacancy to his priesthood.

When Jesus had received the sour wine, he said, “It is finished,” and he bowed his head and gave up his
spirit. John 19:30 (ESV)

By noon, Elijah had started making fun of them, taunting, “Call a little louder—he is a god, after all. Maybe
he’s off meditating somewhere or other, or maybe he’s gotten involved in a project, or maybe he’s on
vacation. You don’t suppose he’s overslept, do you, and needs to be waked up?” %8 They prayed louder and
louder, cutting themselves with swords and knives—a ritual common to them—until they were covered
with blood. 1 Kings 18:27-28 (MSG)

always lives to make intercession for them. Hebrews 7:25 (ESV)
