1. God is sovereign over human affairs.

2. Daniel was firm in his values. (Beliefs, Convictions)
“Keep your heart with all vigilance, for from it flow the springs of life.” Proverbs 4:23 (ESV)

3. Your values determine your choices, your choices determine your destiny.
7 Two things | ask of you; deny them not to me before | die: 8 Remove far from me falsehood and
lying; give me neither poverty nor riches; feed me with the food that is needful for me, ° lest | be
full and deny you and say, “Who is the LORD?” or lest | be poor and steal and profane the name of
my God.

46 Then King Nebuchadnezzar fell upon his face and paid homage to Daniel, and commanded that
an offering and incense be offered up to him. *” The king answered and said to Daniel, “Truly, your
God is God of gods and Lord of kings, and a revealer of mysteries, for you have been able to reveal
this mystery.” % Then the king gave Daniel high honors and many great gifts, and made him ruler
over the whole province of Babylon and chief prefect over all the wise men of Babylon. #° Daniel
made a request of the king, and he appointed Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego over the affairs
of the province of Babylon.
