Daniel 8

18 And when he had spoken to me, | fell into a deep sleep with my face to the ground. But he
touched me and made me stand up. 19 He said, “Behold, | will make known to you what shall
be at the latter end of the indignation, for it refers to the appointed time of the end. 20 As for
the ram that you saw with the two horns, these are the kings of Media and Persia. 21 And the
goat is the king of Greece.

Enduring to the End

Who is the bold face king? Antiochus IV Epiphanes

He conquered Jerusalem for a brief period.

He sacrificed a pig on the altar in Jerusalem to the god Zeus.

Hanukkah, the Jewish festival of lights, celebrates the Maccabean Revolt (167-160 BCE), and the
narrative that Jewish rebel Judas Maccabeus vanquished the evil Greek emperor Antiochus and

rededicated the Temple, at which time the miracle of the oil occurred.
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The Jews defeated his army, he returned to Greece and his people revolted and he drown
himself in the sea.

Blessed is the man who remains steadfast under trial, for when he has stood the test he will
receive the crown of life, which God has promised to those who love him. James 1:12 (ESV)

Perseverance in the life of the believer has its basis and source in the Lord God. It is not a
matter of human integrity or honor. Christian endurance rests on the trustworthiness of God’s
eternal covenant promises.
