Why does knowing God matter?

1. God is Sovereign

If this be so, our God whom we serve is able to deliver us from the burning fiery furnace, and he
will deliver us out of your hand, O king. 18 But if not, be it known to you, O king, that we will not
serve your gods or worship the golden image that you have set up.” Daniel 3:17-18 (ESV)

And we know that for those who love God all things work together for good, for those who are
called according to his purpose. Romans 8:28 (ESV)

Sovereignty is key because the results will work themselves out.

2. God is Immutable

The saying is trustworthy, for: If we have died with him, we will also live with him; 12 if we endure,
we will also reign with him; if we deny him, he also will deny us; 12 if we are faithless, he remains
faithful— for he cannot deny himself. 2 Timothy 2:11-13 (ESV)

Unchanging in character. Changing in response to creation.

The immutability of God is an anchor in the storm of wickedness.
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3. God is Omni (All)

Omnipotent — all powerful

Omniscient — all knowing
Omnipresent — all present everywhere

There is none like you among the gods, O Lord, nor are there any works like yours. ° All the nations
you have made shall come and worship before you, O Lord, and shall glorify your name. ° For you
are great and do wondrous things; you alone are God. Psalm 86:8—10 (ESV)

God, as Omni..., is important because it is best to fall on His side of the equation.

4. God is Willful

Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us in Christ with every
spiritual blessing in the heavenly places, 4 even as he chose us in him before the foundation of the
world, that we should be holy and blameless before him. In love > he predestined us for adoption
to himself as sons through Jesus Christ, according to the purpose of his will, © to the praise of his
glorious grace, with which he has blessed us in the Beloved. Ephesians 1:3—-6 (ESV)

God is willfully choosing to call you son or daughter, nothing will distract Him, discourage Him or
dethrone Him from choosing you.

“..but God shows his love for us in that while we were still sinners, Christ died for us.” Romans
5:8 (ESV)

“...if you confess with your mouth that Jesus is Lord and believe in your heart that God raised him
from the dead, you will be saved. ° For with the heart one believes and is justified, and

with the mouth one confesses and is saved.” Romans 10:9-10 (ESV)

“If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all
unrighteousness.” 1 John 1:9 (ESV)

¢ Por qué es importante conocer a Dios?

1. Dios es soberano
17 He aqui nuestro Dios a quien servimos puede librarnos del horno de fuego ardiendo; y de tu
mano, oh rey, nos librard. 18 Y si no, sepas, oh rey, que no serviremos a tus dioses, ni tampoco
adoraremos la estatua que has levantado. Daniel 3:17-18 (RVR1960)

28 Y sabemos que a los que aman a Dios, todas las cosas les ayudan a bien, esto es, a los que
conforme a su proposito son llamados. Romanos 8:28 (RVR1960)
La soberania es clave porque los resultados se produciran por si solos.

2. Dios es inmutable
11 Palabra fiel es esta: Si somos muertos con él, también viviremos con él; 12 Si sufrimos, también
reinaremos con él; Si le negaremos, él también nos negard. 13 Si fuéremos infieles, él permanece
fiel; EL no puede negarse a si mismo. 2 Timoteo 2:11-13 (RVR1960)
De caracter inmutable. Cambiando en respuesta a la creacién.
La inmutabilidad de Dios es un ancla en la tormenta de la maldad.

3. Dios es Omni (Todo)
Omnipotente —todopoderoso
Omnisciente — todo lo sabe
Omnipresente: todos presentes en todas partes

4. Dios es voluntarioso
