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VISION = The future God is inviting us to move towards—specific areas

of focus to prioritize for our growth and His glory.

Area of Focus # 1: Grow Life Group Ministry
We grow spiritually when we’re connected relationally.

'3 Instead, speaking the truth in love, we will grow to become in every
respect the mature body of him who is the head, that is, Christ. '® From him
the whole body, joined and held together by every supporting ligament,

grows and builds itself up in love, as each part does its work. - Ephesians
4:15-16

Area of Focus # 2: Help people find their role our body.
Move from sitting to serving; from attending to participating.

2 Jyst as a body, though one, has many parts, but all its many parts form one

body, so it is with Christ. '* For we were all baptized by one Spirit so as to
form one body—whether Jews or Gentiles, slave or free—and we were all
given the one Spirit to drink. '* Even so the body is not made up of one part

but of many.

'* Now if the foot should say, “Because | am not a hand, | do not belong to
the body,” it would not for that reason stop being part of the body. '® And if
the ear should say, “Because | am not an eye, | do not belong to the body,” it

would not for that reason stop being part of the body. ' If the whole body
were an eye, where would the sense of hearing be? If the whole body were
an ear, where would the sense of smell be? (continued on next page)

'8 But in fact God has placed the parts in the body, every one of them, just as
he wanted them to be. '? If they were all one part, where would the body
be? 2° As it is, there are many parts, but one body.

21 The eye cannot say to the hand, I don’t need you!” And the head cannot
say to the feet, “l don’t need you!” ?2 On the contrary, those parts of the body
that seem to be weaker are indispensable, ?* and the parts that we think are

less honorable we treat with special honor. And the parts that are
unpresentable are treated with special modesty, ?* while our presentable
parts need no special treatment. But God has put the body together, giving

greater honor to the parts that lacked it, ?° so that there should be no division
in the body, but that its parts should have equal concern for each other. % If
one part suffers, every part suffers with it; if one part is honored, every part

rejoices with it. - 1 Corinthians 12:12-27

Area of Focus # 3: Grow to be more externally-focused.
Loving our neighbors and living as everyday missionaries.

14 For Christ’s love compels us, because we are convinced that one died
for all, and therefore all died. *> And he died for all, that those who live
should no longer live for themselves but for him who died for them and
was raised again. ' So from now on we regard no one from a

worldly point of view. Though we once regarded Christ in this way, we
do so no longer. ¥’ Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, the new creation has
come: The old has gone, the new is here! ** All this is from God, who
reconciled us to himself through Christ and gave us the ministry of
reconciliation: * that God was reconciling the world to himself in Christ,
not counting people’s sins against them. And he has committed to us
the message of reconciliation. ?° We are therefore Christ’s
ambassadors, as though God were making his appeal through us. We
implore you on Christ’s behalf: Be reconciled to God. ?* God made him
who had no sin to be sin for us, so that in him we might become the
righteousness of God. -2 Corinthians 5:14-21
