In Summary:

 The day of Christ: this refers to the coming of Christ 

for His church. (1Cor.1:7-9; Phil.1:10; 2:16)

 The day of the Lord: this refers to the day of 

judgment which climaxes with the return of Christ to 

the earth. (revelation 19:11-21)

 The day of God: this refers to the time when God’s 

people enjoy the new heaven and new earth, when all 

evil has been judged. (2 Peter 3:12-13; Revelation 

21:1-27)
