We've
been on this rural corner for almost 120 years and continue to do new and exciting
things. We are a United Methodist congregation with members from all kinds of
faith journeys and backgrounds. We love God with our head, our heart, and our
hands. We are an energetic, engaged, and generous bunch of people who care
about our community, our nation, and our world.

Our “True North” is to deepen relationships with Jesus Christ, and our
mission is to make disciples of Christ for the transformation of the world.
