QUESTIONS:

3.How do we continue to shine even though our light can sometimes
offend or “blind” others to make them shrink back? Sometimes the
response of others to our shining is varied and handlilng all those
different responses is taxing. It is sometimes easier to stay “hidden”
and under the radar because our shining can sometimes make others
feel inadequate or aware of their own lack of shine?
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
