23  Though he was 
delivered up according to God’s determined plan and foreknowledge, you 
used lawless people to nail him to a cross and kill him. 24 God raised him up, 
ending the pains of death, because it was not possible for him to be held by 
death… “Therefore let all the house of Israel know with certainty that God 
has made this Jesus, whom you crucified, both Lord and Messiah.”

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CONCLUSION 
• 1) God calls YOU to join the mission 

• 2) God calls YOU to remember the cross

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— INVITATION — 

• With every head bowed and eyes closed —  

• If you are here and you are saved and you know that your faith is in Jesus… then 
dwell on those first two points:  
Are you living on mission… do you remember and live in response to the cross…  

• If you have never given your life to Jesus — the Bible says… 

• Romans 10:9-13 
“9 If you confess with your mouth, “Jesus is Lord,” and believe in your heart 
that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved. 10 One believes with 
the heart, resulting in righteousness, and one confesses with the mouth, 
resulting in salvation. 11 For the Scripture says, Everyone who believes on him 
will not be put to shame, 12 since there is no distinction between Jew and 
Greek, because the same Lord of all richly blesses all who call on him. 13 For 
everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be saved.” 

• Everyone… that includes you 

• Have you called on the name of the Lord for salvation — if you have not,  
you can pray something like this: 
“Dear God, I am a sinner. I have sinned against You and I am bound and 
broken by sin. But today I trust in You to save me from my sin. I need a Savior. 
I believe in Your Son Jesus. I trust in His death, burial, and resurrection is 
enough to save me. I believe Jesus died for me because He loves me. And 
today I submit everything in my life to you. In Jesus Name…”  

• — with every head still bowed — 

• If you prayed that… then in a moment as we stand and sing, I challenge you to 
come forward to talk 

• If you truly want Jesus to be Lord, the first step is to let it be known, and we need 
to talk about what’s next…  

• I’ll be up here to guide you and talk with you about the next steps of what it means 
to truly be saved! 

• If you are here and feel the Lord calling you to join and unite with our church — this 
is your time to respond to that 

• However you feel the Spirit leading you to respond — as we sing: you respond
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
