Ephesians 1:23 (Message)

Michael- Reason 3: THE CHURCH IS PURPOSE  
Acts 20:32 (MSG) 
”Now I’m turning you over to God, our marvelous God whose gracious Word can make you into 
what he wants you to be and give you everything you could possibly need in this community of 
holy friends.” 
 

- This is Jesus’ idea from day one. He set it up, so we didn’t have to go to the world for 
purpose.

Colossians 1:27

embedded within us, becomes a heavenly treasure chest of hope filled with the riches of glory 
for His people, and God wants everyone to know it!
