What are the spiritual gifts?
The gifts are not a personality test or
necessarily something you have a natural
proclivity towards
The gifts are a spontaneous, supernatural
grace of the Holy Spirit upon someone,
typically for the purpose of sharing the
gospel or edification of the church.



Love is the primary
purpose of the gifts!



Are the gifts still for today?
There isn’t a single strong, biblical, exegetical
argument for the cessation of the gifts.
It is also clear from the OT that a mark of the
New Covenant would be that all would
prophesy (Joel 2:28-29 in particular)



11 And he gave the apostles, the prophets, the
evangelists, the shepherds and teachers, 12 to

equip the saints for the work of ministry, for
building up the body of Christ, 13 until we all

attain to the unity of the faith and of the
knowledge of the Son of God, to mature

manhood, to the measure of the stature of the
fullness of Christ, 14 so that we may no longer...



be children, tossed to and fro by the waves and
carried about by every wind of doctrine, by
human cunning, by craftiness in deceitful

schemes. 15 Rather, speaking the truth in love,
we are to grow up in every way into him who is
the head, into Christ, 16 from whom the whole
body, joined and held together by every joint

with which it is equipped...



when each part is working properly, makes
the body grow so that it builds itself up in love.

When the church has been made mature
to the measure of the stature of the
fullness of Christ!

Has that happened yet?...



Fivefold Ministry
This means we are told to:

eagerly desire the gifts (especially that
you may prophesy)
be equipped in the gifts



Culture we want at Antioch...
Love at the center of everything
Seek God with a pure (undivided) heart for his
church and for his sheep that have gone
astray
I believe with these in place, we’ll experience
more of the power of the Spirit!
