Walk as children of light 9 (for the fruit of the 
Spirit is in all goodness, righteousness, and truth), 10 finding out what is acceptable to the Lord. 11 And have no 
fellowship with the unfruitful works of darkness, but rather expose them.  12 For it is shameful even to speak of 
those things which are done by them in secret. 13 But all things that are exposed are made manifest by the light, for 
whatever makes manifest is light. 14 Therefore He says:  “Awake, you who sleep, Arise from the dead, And Christ 
will give you light.”NKJV

Questions: 
1. As an apostle charged with bringing idol-worshipping pagans into the Kingdom of Christ, he acknowledges that

2. According to the grace community, grace is so powerful one needs not live a disciplined lifestyle.  Explain why 
Paul warns the Ephesians to have no fellowship with the unfruitful works of darkness.  Does he include the 
people as well? 

3. How does one expose or bring light to the darkness? 
4. Contrast today’s passage with becoming a “NEW MAN” (Ephesians 4) 
5. Given the entire letter to the Ephesians is mainly about keeping the body of Christ pure and holy, how does 

this passage affect that possibility if not heeded.
