2. The dead are raised!

- The next logical step.

- The crux of the argument.

- Hinges on the Resurrection.

- Christ the First Fruit!

- It's a guarantee of more to come.

3. Death’s defeat!

- The last or final enemy.

- Death was fearful and final.

- Without hope & without peace.

- Some believers won’t experience death.

- Death isn’t permanent for the believer who does.

- Summarizes & applies to the whole chapter.

- Thisis a call to duty for every believer.
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
