2. In order of importance or holiness 

- Each piece is symbolic in nature. 

- The merciful presence & forgiveness of God. 

- The provision of God’s presence. 

- God is light; & in Him there’s no darkness at all. 

- The Holy Spirit as our Guide. 

- The prayers of the saints. 

- The washing of the Word. 

- The shedding of blood. 

- Limitations to God’s presence. 

- A movable dwelling place. 

3. God’s Tabernacle with us! 

- Jesus is our atoning sacrifice. 

- Jesus is the Bread of Life. 

- Jesus is the Light of the World. 

- Jesus is our Intercessor before God. 

- Jesus is the vehicle for our prayers. 

- Jesus cleanses us from unrighteousness.  

- Jesus is our perfect & perfecting sacrifice. 

- Jesus removed the separation. 

- Jesus is the only access point. 
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
