Introduction: Today, we begin one of the most intriguing &

terrific parts of the Exodus story as God’s power is unleashed.

1. The preview of the plagues

Always seasoned with God’s grace & mercy.
Plagues came with increasing severity.
To minimize our sin & to misunderstand His holy

character. 100% fair; hell. 100% unfair; heaven.

The cobra (Uraeus)- the goddess Wadjet.

2. The pattern within the plagues

The obedience of Moses/Aaron.

God’s superior power. Satan’s inferior counterfeits.
Experiencing temporary relief.

The hardening of Pharaoh’s heart & judgment.
Intentionally undermined the worship system.

3. The penalty for hardening one’s heart

Clear evidence, felt conviction, but refuse...

An important distinction.

God offered grace at least ten times.
The sin of rejection.

False repentance. What’s remorse?
A stone-cold heart. The fatal plague.
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
