7-Day Devotional: Encountering His Nature Through His

Names

Day 1 - Elohim: My Creator and Sustainer

Scripture: Genesis 1:1 - “In the beginning, God created the heavens and the earth.”
Reflection: Elohim formed you with intention and sustains you with power. You are
not random—you are divinely designed.

Affirmation: “l am fearfully and wonderfully made. Elohim is crafting beauty from
every part of my story.”

Day 2 - EL Roi: The God Who Sees Me

Scripture: Genesis 16:13 - “You are the God who sees me.”

Reflection: Even in hidden places, God sees you. He understands your tears, your
triumphs, and your journey.

Affirmation: “El Roi sees me, knows me, and walks with me. | am never
overlooked.”

Day 3 - Yahweh Yireh: The Lord Will Provide

Scripture: Genesis 22:14 - “The Lord will provide.”

Reflection: Provision is not just material—it’s emotional, spiritual, and relational.
Trust the God who provides before you even ask.

Affirmation: “Yahweh Yireh meets every need. | walk in divine supply and
supernatural favor.”

Day 4 - Yahweh Rapha: The Lord Who Heals

Scripture: Exodus 15:26 - “l am the Lord who heals you.”

Reflection: Healing flows from His nature. Whether physical, emotional, or
generational—He restores what was broken.

Affirmation: “Yahweh Rapha is healing me now. Wholeness is my portion.”
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Day 5 - Yahweh Shalom: The Lord Is Peace

e Scripture: Judges 6:24 — “So Gideon built an altar to the Lord there and called it The
Lord is Peace.”

e Reflection: Peace is not the absence of conflict—it’s the presence of God. Let Him
calm your storm.

o Affirmation: “Yahweh Shalom guards my heart. | dwell in perfect peace.”
Day 6 - Yahweh Nissi: The Lord My Banner

e Scripture: Exodus 17:15 - “Moses built an altar and called it The Lord is my
Banner.”

e Reflection: God goes before you in battle. His banner over you is victory, identity,
and love.

o Affirmation: “Yahweh Nissi fights for me. | am marked by triumph and covered in
His name.”

Day 7 - Yahweh Shammah: The Lord Is There

e Scripture: Ezekiel 48:35 — “And the name of the city from that time on will be: The
Lord is there.”

o Reflection: His presence is your dwelling place. He is with you in every moment,
every space, every season.

e Affirmation: “Yahweh Shammah is with me. | am never alone—His glory surrounds
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
