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Esther 5:4, almost exactly in the middle of the book, can be considered its pivotal verse:  

"So Esther answered, ‘If it pleases the king, 
 let the king and Haman come today to the banquet  

that I have prepared for him.'" 
 

At this point Esther has committed herself in faith to her plan of action, and as yet she does not know if the king will intervene. It 
is in this context, then, that God's name "appears." 

In Hebrew the phrase    "let the king and Haman come today"    is four words: 

 Yaabow' Hamelek Wahaamaan Hayown.  

The initial letters of this phrase forms an acrostic, Y-H-W-H,  
the consonants that spell the name Yahweh, translated LORD in the Scriptures. 

	
  
Acrostics, especially those that spell out God's name, are very rare. In fact, Jewish copyists carefully guarded against the 
accidental acrostic that might spell out this divine name because it was considered inviolate and ineffable. We can only 
assume, then, that this acrostic is purposeful, including God in the events of Esther's day, though working in the background.
