Linen = Dress of the Church - Rev. 19:7-8 
Hung upon bronze posts - speaking of the 
righteouness & judgment of God 
1 Cor. 1:30 - Jesus is our righteousness, 
holiness & redemption 
Disappeared behind the curtains

• Entry/Door/Gate = “I Am the Gate” John 10 

John 14:6 “I Am the way, the truth, the life” 
One way into the tabernacle = one way into 
eternal life in heaven 
No mistake the gate was decorated with the 
heavenly pictures 
Entry was hung on 4 posts = 4 Gospels 
Worshipper - forgiveness, freedom, cleansing
