Luz = Bethel 
God’s covenant: Nation, land, 
blessing

“Reckoned”: 
1. To count, compute, or calculate as 

in a number amount 
2. To esteem or consider, regard as 
3. To settle accounts as with a person 
4. To count, depend or rely as in 

expectation



Realizing Joe can never leave Egypt 
and unsure of the timing of his 
family’s return to Canaan he adopts 
Joseph’s two sons 
Probably no mistake he mentions his 
oldest sons here 
Telling Joe about his mother
