Matthew: Part 2 - Sermon on the Mount
Matthew 7:24-29

Ice Breaker: Jesus ends His sermon by calling people not just to hear His words, but to

actually live them out.

e Q1: Can you think of a time when you learned something the hard way because

you heard the instructions but didn’t follow them? What happened?

Read Matthew 7:24-29 together. Jesus makes it clear that hearing His words isn’t

enough—we have to put them into practice.

e Q2:ls there an area in your life right now where you know the truth, but you

haven’t acted on it yet? What’s holding you back?

e Q3: What tends to make obedience difficult for you in real life—fear, busyness,

doubt, or something else?

The storms hit both houses—but only one of them was able to stand.
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e Q4: What kinds of “storms” or challenges have tested your faith in the past?

e Qb5: Looking back, did those seasons shake your faith or strengthen it? What

did they reveal about your foundation?

True wisdom is building your life on Jesus—our solid rock and firm foundation!

e Q6: What are some things (besides Jesus) that you’re tempted to build your life

on?

e Q7: What would it look like in a practical, everyday sense for you to let go of

those things and build your life on Jesus instead?

The crowds were astonished because Jesus taught them with a new kind of authority.

e Q8: Where do you sense the Holy Spirit nudging you this week—not just to

admire Jesus’s teaching, but to actually submit to it?
