“A Supernatural Mixed-Salad” 2 Kings 6:8-23 Peached Wednesday 11/8/17 at NBC

I. A Spiritual Gift With A Practical Benefit (8-10)

A. God’s children were attacked (8) - “Once when the king of Syria was warring against Israel, he took counsel with his servants, saying,
"At such and such a place shall be my camp.”

B. God's people were protected (9) - “But the man of God sent word to the king of Israel, "Beware that you do not pass this place, for the
Syrians are going down there."

C. God’s people were winning (10) - “And the king of Israel sent to the place about which the man of God told him. Thus he used to

warn him, so that he saved himself there more than once or twice.”

II. A Spiritual Gift Which Generates Conflict (11-14)

A. The enemy is confounded (11) - “And the mind of the king of Syria was greatly troubled because of this thing, and he called his servants
and said to them, "Will you not show me who of us is for the king of Israel?"

B. The enemy is convinced (12) - “And one of his servants said, "None, my lord, 0 king; but Elisha, the prophet who is in Israel, tells the
king of Israel the words that you speak in your bedroom."

C. The enemy is committed (13-14) - “And he said, "Go and see where he is, that | may send and seize him." It was told him, "Behold,
he is in Dothan.” 14 So he sent there horses and chariots and a great army, and they came by night and surrounded the city.”

II1. A Spiritual Gift With Stunning Power (15-18)

A. Some believers lean on the natural (15) - “When the servant of the man of God rose early in the morning and went out, behold, an army
with horses and chariots was all around the city. And the servant said, "Alas, my master! What shall we do?"

B. Some helievers see the invisible (16) - “He said, Do not be afraid, for those who are with us are more than those who are with them.”

C. Some helievers impart the supernatural (17) - “Then Elisha prayed and said, "0 Lord, please open his eyes that he may see.” So the
Lord opened the eyes of the young man, and he saw, and behold, the mountain was full of horses and chariots of fire all around Elisha.”

D. Some helievers’ faith is immeasurable (18) - “And when the Syrians came down against him, “Elisha prayed to the Lord and said,
Please strike this people with blindness." So he struck them with blindness in accordance with the prayer of Elisha.”

IV. A Spiritual Gift Paired With Wisdom (19-23)

A. Supernatural, big-picture wisdom (19-20) - “And Elisha said to them, "This is not the way, and this is not the city. Follow me, and |
will bring you to the man whom you seek." And he led them to Samaria. 20 As soon as they entered Samaria, Elisha said, "0 Lord, open
the eyes of these men, that they may see.” So the Lord opened their eyes and they saw, and behold, they were in the midst of Sumaria.

B. In-the-moment, precise wisdom (21-22) - “As soon as the king of Israel saw them, he said to Elisha, "My father, shall I strike them
down? Shall | strike them down?" 22 He answered, "You shall not strike them down. Would you strike down those whom you have taken
captive with your sword and with your bow? Set bread and water hefore them, that they may eat and drink and go to their master.”

C. Unconventional, take-the-risk wisdom (23) - “So he prepared for them a great feast, and when they had eaten and drunk, he sent them
away, and they went to their master. And the Syrians did not come again on raids into the land of Israel.”
