Eli: Father Who Failed to Correct

| Samuel 2:22-25

1. Eli was a priest who served God publicly, but failed to properly
address the sins of his sons.

2. Spiritual leadership begins at home.

3. Correction is an act of love.

4. Neglecting discipline carries consequences.

5. Children need fathers who are willing to guide, correct, and train
them according to God’s Word

A father must lovingly confront what could harm his
children.

Job: Father Who Prayed

Job 1:5

1. Job (a very wealthy and prosperous man), was most concerned
about his the spiritual condition of his children.

2. He prayed daily for his children

3. He took their spiritual welfare seriously

4. He stood in the gap on their behalf
