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5-Day Devotional: Slaves to Righteousness 
 
## Day 1: The Freedom of Belonging 
**Reading:** Romans 6:15-18 
 
**Devotional:** 
True freedom isn't found in doing whatever we want, but in belonging to the right Master. Before 
Christ, we were slaves to sin—absolutely, compulsively, and consistently obedient to destructive 
patterns. But through Jesus' sacrifice, our ownership transferred. We've been bought with 
precious blood and now belong to righteousness. This isn't oppressive bondage but liberating 
service. Consider today: What still holds power over you? Where do you find yourself slipping 
back into old patterns of obedience to sin? Thank God that He has broken sin's claim on your 
life. You are no longer sin's property. You belong to Jesus, and in Him, you find your truest 
freedom and identity. 
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## Day 2: Absolute Obedience 
**Reading:** Matthew 8:5-13 
 
**Devotional:** 
The centurion understood something profound about authority and obedience. He recognized 
that Jesus' word carried absolute power, requiring no negotiation or partial compliance. As 
slaves to righteousness, God calls us to this same absolute obedience—doing what He asks 
fully, without question, grumbling, or complaint. This challenges our modern sensibilities that 
prize autonomy and personal opinion. Yet our opinions about God's commands are worthless 
compared to what Christ accomplished on the cross. Today, identify one area where you've 
been partially obedient—where you've obeyed only when convenient or beneficial. Surrender 
that area completely. Let the Holy Spirit empower you to obey absolutely, remembering that the 
servant is not greater than the Master. 
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## Day 3: The Great Exchange 
**Reading:** 2 Corinthians 5:17-21 
 
**Devotional:** 
The gospel contains a stunning exchange: Jesus, who knew no sin, became sin for us so that 
we might become the righteousness of God. He didn't just learn about sin or sympathize with 
sinners—He became our sin on the cross. He knows your darkest failures better than you do, 
yet willingly carried them to Calvary. Why? So you could be transformed from slave of sin to 
slave of righteousness. This wasn't a minor adjustment but a complete identity transfer. You are 
now righteousness itself in Christ. When shame whispers about your past, remember this 
exchange. When temptation calls you back to old masters, recall whose you are now. You've 
been made righteous, empowered by the Holy Spirit to live accordingly.

## Day 4: Exclusive Loyalty 
**Reading:** Matthew 6:19-24 
 
**Devotional:** 
You cannot serve two masters. Our culture despises this exclusivity, promoting tolerance of 
divided loyalties. But Jesus demands what every master deserves: exclusive obedience. To be 
loyal to God means being disloyal to the world's values, priorities, and definitions of success. 
Many Christians claim loyalty to God while continuing to date the world, maintaining 
relationships with sinful patterns "just in case" righteousness doesn't work out. This 
double-mindedness produces instability and spiritual poverty. Today, examine your loyalties 
honestly. Where are you trying to serve two masters? What worldly allegiance competes with 
your devotion to Christ? Choose today whom you will serve. Exclusive loyalty isn't 
restrictive—it's the pathway to spiritual clarity, power, and peace. 
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## Day 5: The Fruit of Your Master 
**Reading:** Romans 6:19-23 
 
**Devotional:** 
Every master produces fruit in their slaves' lives. Sin's fruit brings shame and ends in death. 
Righteousness produces sanctification—progressive transformation into Christlikeness—and 
culminates in eternal life. Look back at your life before Christ. What fruit did sin produce? Things 
you're now ashamed of, relationships that damaged you, habits that enslaved you. That fruit's 
ultimate destination was death. Now, as a slave to God, different fruit grows: holiness, peace, 
joy, love, patience. This isn't achieved through human effort alone—your natural limitations 
would guarantee failure. The Holy Spirit empowers your obedience, making possible what was 
previously impossible. Today, assess the fruit currently growing in your life. Does it reflect your 
true Master? Surrender afresh to righteousness, allowing God to produce His fruit through you. 
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
