
Small Group Guide: Faith That Functions 

James 2:14-26 - Justification by Faith and Works? 

 

 

Opening Prayer & Icebreaker (10 minutes) 

Icebreaker Question: Have you ever been misunderstood because someone took your 
words out of context? What happened? 

 

Sermon Review (5 minutes) 

Main Point: We are justified before God by faith alone, but genuine faith is never alone—it 
always produces works that demonstrate its authenticity to the world around us. 

Key Context: James wrote to persecuted Jewish Christians scattered throughout the 
Roman Empire, helping them discern genuine believers from potential infiltrators during 
intense persecution. 

 

 

 



Discussion Questions (30-40 minutes) 

Understanding the Text 

1. The Two Audiences: The sermon emphasized that Paul and James are addressing 
different audiences—Paul addresses how we stand before God's throne, while 
James addresses how we demonstrate faith to the world. Why is understanding this 
distinction so important? 

2. Read James 2:14-17. What is James really criticizing in these verses? Is he attacking 
faith itself, or something else? 

3. The Demons Believe: James says even demons believe God is one and shudder (v. 
19). What's the difference between "believing that" and "believing in" something? 
How does this apply to saving faith? 

Going Deeper 

4. Historical Context Matters: Knowing that James wrote to Christians facing severe 
persecution—people being sewn into dead animals, impaled and burned alive—
how does this change your understanding of why James emphasizes visible works? 

5. Read Romans 3:21-28. How do Paul's words complement rather than contradict 
James's teaching? Where do you see harmony between these passages? 

6. Abraham's Example: James says Abraham was "justified by works" when he offered 
Isaac, yet also says "Abraham believed God, and it was counted to him as 
righteousness" (James 2:21-23). How do both statements work together? 

Personal Application 

7. Self-Examination: R.C. Sproul said, "We are justified by faith alone, but justifying 
faith is never found alone." What "works" or "fruit" in your life give evidence of your 
faith to others? What areas might need growth? 

8. Dead Faith Warning: Have you ever encountered someone (or been someone) who 
claimed faith but showed no transformation? How can we lovingly address this 
without becoming judgmental? 

9. Persecution Perspective: The early church needed to discern genuine believers 
because lives were at stake. While we may not face that level of persecution, why is 
it still important to look for evidence of genuine faith in our communities today? 

 



Key Takeaways 

✓ Before God's throne: We are justified by faith alone in Christ alone—our works cannot 
save us (Isaiah 64:6, Romans 3:21-28) 

✓ Before the watching world: Genuine faith produces works that demonstrate its reality—
faith without works is dead (James 2:17) 

✓ Context is crucial: James wrote to persecuted believers who needed to discern genuine 
faith from infiltrators trying to destroy the church 

✓ Different audiences, same truth: Paul emphasizes justification before God; James 
emphasizes vindication before people—both are necessary aspects of genuine faith 

✓ The gospel produces fruit: The Holy Spirit working in believers will inevitably produce 
works of love, service, and obedience 

 

Practical Applications 

This Week's Challenge: Choose one of the following: 

1. Faith Inventory: Journal about your own faith journey. Write down specific ways 
your faith has produced works in your life. Where do you see the Holy Spirit 
prompting you to action? 

2. Meet a Need: Like James's example of someone lacking food or clothing (2:15-16), 
identify a specific, tangible need in your community and take action to meet it this 
week. 

3. Encouragement Ministry: Think of someone in your church whose faith is evident 
through their works. Send them a note or message this week thanking them for how 
their life demonstrates Christ. 

4. Study Deeper: Read through Romans 3-4 and James 2 side-by-side. Make notes on 
how they complement each other rather than contradict. 

 

Pentecost Connection (10 minutes) 

Discuss: The sermon connected Pentecost to the Passover harvest: 

• Jesus took the fourth cup (cup of restoration) on the cross 

• 50 days later, 3,000 souls were "harvested" into the kingdom 



• The church continues this harvest today 

Question: How does understanding the Pentecost harvest change your perspective on 
evangelism and discipleship? What role do our "works" play in the ongoing harvest? 

 

Closing Prayer (5 minutes) 

Pray together: 

• Thank God for salvation by grace through faith alone 

• Ask the Holy Spirit to produce genuine fruit in each person's life 

• Pray for opportunities to demonstrate faith through works this week

5-Day Devotional: Faith That Functions 

 

 

 

Day 1: Faith Before God's Throne 

Reading: Romans 3:21-28 

Devotional: Before the throne of God, we stand empty-handed. No resume of good deeds 
can earn our way into heaven. Paul reminds us that righteousness comes through faith in 
Jesus Christ alone. Like Abraham, who believed God and it was counted to him as 
righteousness, we are justified by faith apart from works of the law. This isn't a license for 
complacency but a foundation of humility. When we truly grasp that Christ's work—not 
ours—saves us, our hearts overflow with gratitude. Today, reflect on this truth: you are 
clothed in Christ's righteousness, not your own. Let this reality humble you and move you 
to worship the One who paid your debt. 

 

 

 

 



Day 2: Faith Before the Watching World 

Reading: James 2:14-26 

Devotional: While God sees our hearts, the world sees our hands. James challenges us to 
demonstrate the authenticity of our faith through tangible actions. This isn't about earning 
salvation but evidencing transformation. When we claim faith but ignore the hungry, the 
lonely, or the suffering, we contradict the gospel we profess. R.C. Sproul wisely noted that 
we are justified by faith alone, but justifying faith is never found alone. The Spirit within us 
compels us toward love in action. Consider someone in need around you today. How can 
your faith become visible through practical service? Remember, works don't save us, but 
they do reveal whether our faith is living or dead. 

 

Day 3: The Difference Between Belief That and Belief In 

Reading: John 3:14-21 

Devotional: Even demons believe that God exists—and shudder. Intellectual agreement 
with theological facts differs vastly from personal trust in Jesus Christ. You might believe 
that a chair can hold your weight, but you don't truly believe in it until you sit down. Saving 
faith isn't merely acknowledging Jesus as the Son of God; it's entrusting your eternal 
destiny to Him. It's moving from the head to the heart, from observation to participation. 
Jesus invites us not just to admire Him from a distance but to come to Him, rest in Him, and 
find salvation in Him alone. Today, examine your faith: Have you merely acknowledged 
Christ, or have you placed your full weight upon Him? 

 

Day 4: The Passover Connection 

Reading: Exodus 12:1-13, 21-28; John 19:28-30 

Devotional: The blood of the Passover lamb, applied with a hyssop branch, protected 
Israel from death. Centuries later, Jesus—the true Passover Lamb—received wine on a 
hyssop branch and declared, "It is finished." The symbolism is breathtaking. Christ 
completed what the original Passover foreshadowed. He took the fourth cup, the cup of 
restoration, adopting us into God's family through His sacrifice. When we take communion, 
we remember that His blood marks us for life, not death. We are passed over by judgment 
because He bore it for us. As you reflect today, thank Jesus for being your Passover Lamb, 
whose blood covers you completely. 

 



Day 5: Pentecost and the Harvest 

Reading: Acts 2:1-41 

Devotional: Pentecost celebrates harvest—both agricultural and spiritual. Fifty days after 
Jesus became our Passover sacrifice, the Holy Spirit descended and 3,000 souls were 
added to the church. The harvest had begun. This same harvest continues today as the 
gospel goes forth to all nations. We are part of this ongoing ingathering, empowered by the 
same Spirit who fell at Pentecost. The connection is profound: Christ's sacrifice on 
Passover made possible the Spirit's indwelling at Pentecost, which enables the harvest of 
souls. You are both harvested and harvester—brought in by grace and commissioned to 
bring others in. Who in your life needs to hear about the Passover Lamb? Ask the Spirit for 
courage to share today.
