
Small Group Guide: Isaiah 1-2 - Faith Over Tradition 

 

Opening Prayer 

Begin your time together asking God to open your hearts to His Word and help you 
understand what He wants to teach you through the book of Isaiah. 

 

Icebreaker Question 

Share a tradition (family, cultural, or religious) that's meaningful to you. What makes it 
significant? 

 

Key Takeaways from the Sermon 

1. God desires our hearts, not just our rituals - Religious practices without genuine 
faith are offensive to God 

2. Prophecy often shows events together that are far apart in time - Like mountains 
in the distance or forced perspective in movies 

3. Isaiah spoke truth without concern for offending people - He prioritized God's 
message over people's feelings 

4. God will judge unfaithfulness but preserve a faithful remnant - He removes 
impurities to bring forth what is pure 

5. Ultimate hope matters more than temporary circumstances - Eternity should 
shape how we live today 

 



Discussion Questions 

Understanding the Text 

1. Isaiah compares Jerusalem to Sodom and Gomorrah (Isaiah 1:10). Why was this 
such a shocking comparison? What specifically was God upset about? 

2. Read Isaiah 1:11-15 together. God says He hates their religious festivals and 
sacrifices. Why would God reject worship practices He Himself had commanded 
through Moses? 

3. The sermon mentioned the "forced perspective" analogy from Lord of the 
Rings. How does this help us understand Old Testament prophecy? Can you think of 
an example where Isaiah's prophecies might blend near and far future events? 

Personal Reflection 

4. Isaiah 1:16-17 calls the people to "cease to do evil, learn to do good." What's the 
difference between simply avoiding bad things and actively pursuing good? Which is 
easier? Which does God call us to? 

5. The pastor said, "What's more important, our traditions or our love for 
Jesus?" Have you ever found yourself going through religious motions without your 
heart being in it? What does that look like in modern Christianity? 

6. Isaiah wasn't concerned with offending people—he spoke truth boldly. How do 
we balance speaking truth with speaking in love? Where's the line between being 
prophetic and being unnecessarily harsh? 

Application 

7. God tells Israel their sins "like scarlet" will be made "white as snow" (Isaiah 
1:18). How does this Old Testament promise connect to what Jesus accomplished 
on the cross? How should this affect how we view our own sin? 

8. Isaiah 2:2-4 describes a future time of peace when weapons become farming 
tools. How does having this eternal perspective change how we face difficulties 
today? What current struggle might you view differently with an eternal lens? 

9. The sermon emphasized that "eternity is more important than the 
temporary." What's one area of your life where you're living more for temporary 
comfort than eternal significance? 

 



Practical Applications 

Choose 1-2 of these to commit to this week: 

Heart Check 

• Examine your worship practices. Are there any religious activities you do out of 
habit or obligation rather than genuine love for God? Confess these to God and ask 
Him to renew your heart. 

 

Truth and Love 

• Identify someone who needs to hear truth from you. Pray for wisdom and courage 
to speak truth in love, even if it might be uncomfortable. 

Eternal Perspective 

• Write down one temporary circumstance causing you stress. Next to it, write an 
eternal truth from Scripture that gives you hope. Refer back to it when you feel 
anxious. 

Active Goodness 

• Following Isaiah 1:17, identify one specific way to "seek justice" or "correct 
oppression" this week. Consider: Who are the widows, orphans, or oppressed in 
your community? What's one concrete action you can take? 

Repentance and Purity 

• Ask God to reveal any "dross" (impurities) in your life. What idols or distractions 
are diluting your devotion to Him? Confess them and ask for His refining work. 

 

Memory Verse 

Isaiah 1:18 - "Come now, let us reason together, says the Lord: though your sins are like 
scarlet, they shall be as white as snow; though they are red like crimson, they shall become 
like wool." 

 

Closing Prayer Points 

• Thank God that He desires relationship with us, not just religious performance 



• Ask God to reveal any areas where tradition has replaced genuine faith 

• Pray for courage to speak truth even when it's uncomfortable 

• Ask for an eternal perspective that shapes daily decisions 

• Pray for the peace of Jerusalem and for Christ's return 

• Thank Jesus for making our scarlet sins white as snow 

 

For Next Week 

Read Isaiah 3-5 and reflect on: How does God's judgment reveal His character? What does 
it mean that God is both loving and just? 

 

Leader Notes 

• Be sensitive that some group members may realize they've been going through 
religious motions without genuine faith—create space for honest confession 

• The discussion about speaking truth vs. offending people can get heated—keep it 
focused on Scripture and personal application rather than political examples 

• Emphasize that God's judgment on Israel came because He loved them and wanted 
them back—His discipline flows from His love 

• Some may struggle with the violent imagery in Isaiah—acknowledge this while

5-Day Devotional: Heart Over Ritual 

 

 

 

 

Day 1: True Worship 

Reading: Isaiah 1:10-17; Matthew 15:7-9 

Devotional:  

God doesn't desire empty religious performance—He wants your heart. The people of 
Judah maintained all their worship traditions while their hearts chased after idols. Their 
sacrifices became "an abomination" because they were checking boxes rather than 
genuinely seeking God. Today, examine your own spiritual practices. Are you attending 
church, praying, or serving out of genuine love for God, or merely from obligation? Jesus 
echoed Isaiah's message when He confronted the Pharisees about honoring God with their 
lips while their hearts remained far from Him. God sees beyond your actions into your 
motivations. He's not impressed with religious activity divorced from authentic devotion. 
What matters most is not how many spiritual disciplines you maintain, but whether your 
heart truly belongs to Him. This week, ask God to reveal any areas where you've substituted 
ritual for relationship, and invite Him to renew your passion for His presence. 

 

 



Day 2: The Courage of Truth 

Reading: Isaiah 1:18-20; Ephesians 4:15 

Devotional:  

Isaiah didn't soften his message to avoid offense—he spoke God's truth boldly, even 
knowing it would cost him his life. In our culture that prizes tolerance above truth, we face 
constant pressure to water down the gospel or remain silent about sin. Yet love and truth 
are inseparable. Speaking truth isn't about being harsh or judgmental; it's about caring 
enough to warn people of coming judgment and point them toward grace. Isaiah offered 
both: "Though your sins are like scarlet, they shall be white as snow"—but only if they 
repented. Notice God invites dialogue: "Come now, let us reason together." Truth-telling 
creates opportunity for repentance and restoration. Consider your own life: Are there 
relationships where you've chosen comfort over truth? Are there areas where cultural 
pressure has silenced your witness? Ask God for Isaiah's courage to speak truth in love, 
trusting Him with the results and remembering that offering truth is an act of compassion, 
not cruelty. 

 

 

Day 3: Refined Through Fire 

Reading: Isaiah 1:21-26; 1 Peter 1:6-7 

Devotional:  

God described Jerusalem as silver that had become dross—precious metal contaminated 
with impurities. His solution wasn't gentle polishing but intense refining fire. When we 
refuse to repent, God sometimes allows judgment to purge away what's false, leaving only 
the faithful remnant. This isn't cruelty—it's love. A silversmith removes dross not to destroy 
the silver but to reveal its true value and beauty. The refining process is painful but 
purposeful. Peter reminds us that trials test and purify our faith like fire refines gold. 
Perhaps you're experiencing difficulty right now—financial pressure, relational conflict, 
health challenges, or spiritual dryness. Could God be using these circumstances to burn 
away the impurities in your life? What "dross" might He be removing—pride, self-reliance, 
materialism, or misplaced priorities? The faithful remnant emerges stronger, purer, more 
valuable. Don't despise the refining process. Instead, surrender to the Refiner's work, 
trusting that what remains will be pure and precious in His sight. 

 



Day 4: Ultimate Hope 

Reading: Isaiah 2:1-5; Revelation 21:1-5 

Devotional:  

Sandwiched between messages of judgment, Isaiah delivered breathtaking hope: a future 
when Messiah reigns from Jerusalem, nations seek God's wisdom, and weapons become 
farming tools. This wasn't immediate relief for Isaiah's audience—it pointed to a distant 
fulfillment still future even for us. Yet this hope sustained God's people through Babylonian 
exile, Roman occupation, and centuries of waiting. Why? Because eternal hope matters 
more than temporary comfort. Our culture obsesses over immediate gratification and 
present happiness, but Isaiah reminds us to lift our eyes beyond today's struggles to 
ultimate restoration. When Christ returns, every injustice will be resolved, every tear wiped 
away, every broken thing made whole. This isn't escapism—it's perspective. Knowing where 
history is headed changes how we live today. We can endure present hardship because we 
know the ending. We can sacrifice temporary pleasure for eternal reward. We can remain 
faithful through suffering because we're citizens of a coming kingdom. What current 
difficulty tempts you toward despair? Anchor your hope not in changing circumstances but 
in unchanging promises. 

 

 

Day 5: The Terror and Glory 

Reading: Isaiah 2:10-22; Revelation 6:12-17 

Devotional:  

Isaiah's final vision in chapter two is terrifying: God rising to "terrify the earth," people hiding 
in caves from His splendor, casting away their idols in panic. This isn't the gentle Jesus of 
children's songs—this is the Lion of Judah executing judgment. Why does Scripture include 
such frightening imagery? Because the stakes are eternal. God's patience has limits. His 
mercy has an expiration date. One day, every knee will bow—either in grateful worship or 
terrified submission. The same God who offers grace like snow-white forgiveness will one 
day unleash holy wrath on unrepentant rebellion. This dual reality should produce both 
urgency and worship in us. Urgency to share the gospel while mercy remains available. 
Worship because we who believe will experience His glory, not His terror. Isaiah asks, "Stop 
regarding man... of what account is he?" Human opinion, approval, and power are nothing 
compared to standing before the Almighty. Live today with eternity in view. Share Christ 
boldly. Worship Him wholly. Prepare to meet Him gladly.
